Love is a basic but often misunderstood subjecé riddy think we know all about love, but
the love spoken of in the Scriptures is differératrt that in the world. The love YHWH has
shown us is better than the bond between husbabwises. The love of YHWH is greater
than anything that has been presented in the clourttte synagogue.

YHWH loves the world even though the world is albsely unqualified and unconditioned for
love. Romiyah/Romans 5:8 states, “YHWH showeddtesat love for us in this manner,
while we were still sinners, Y’shua died for us.”

YHWH demonstrated His ahava before any good dekdsrah were performed. Y’shua is
the lamb of YHWH slain from the foundation of thexth. This is unconditional ahava.

YHWH showed this ahava to His son. At his mikvaptism, before a single miracle of
Y’shua is recorded in the Scriptures, YHWH decldrem the heavens/shamayim “this is my
beloved son in whom | am well pleased.” YHWH f#lat way about His son Y’shua and He
feels the same way about YOU today! YHWH loves Yf@gardless of what you do or don’t
do!

For
us to walk in ahava we must FIRST better understanutithen focus on His ahava. That's
what this teaching is all about!

Psychologists also tell us that of the 60,000 tihtsithe average person thinks in a day, that
more than 80% are negative! What about yours?

Our thoughts should be on and about the love of YW/ rim / Hebrews 12:29 says that
“YHWH is an all consuming fire.” His love is a &ithat burns within each person. We must
choose to allow this love to burn in us and puuiy

Sadly, in this faith we allow many other issuebéaome front and center. This should not be
so. The number one issue of our faith should bdave of YHWH! Consider this: the
believer should not focus on the devil. The bereshould not focus on the flesh. The
believer should not focus on sin. The believeusthoot focus on their problems. The
believer should not focus on demons or deliverafidee believer should not even focus on
the mitzvot/commandments of Torah. We shall knlegttuth of YHWH's love and the truth
of His ahava will set us free! As we walk in Hiwé YHWH purifies us from demonic
attacks, sin, and shame. We are to focus FIRSYHIWH'’s love and THEN all other
thoughts, issues, obedience, or study should ftom His ahava!

Do you want to walk in the spirit/ruach? Do younwvto walk in the power of YHWH? Walk
in love!

YHWH loves us too much to allow us to wallow in sinwalk in the flesh. When we have a
problem, when we fall, when we sin, and even we faain or sickness we should ask YHWH
to reveal His ahava to us in a greater way. EVERYDve should beseech YHWH for a
greater revelation of His ahava. Have you doretttday? The next time you are stressed or
have an issue of prayer, you should FIRST ask YHW/kveal His love to you in that
situation. Before you reach for that prescriptioadication simply call upon YHWH to give
you a greater understanding of His ahava. Thislghwe a daily prayer!

To better grasp YHWH's true ‘ahava” let us exantime Hebrew term in-depth.

The English term “love” has many meanings. In madbought love is an emotion that can
be turned on and off like a light switch. Love ahava" in the Hebraic mind is very different
than in today's culture. In the Hebrew, love isrested directly with action and obedience.



Strong's Exhaustive Dictionary defines ahava aféte affection, sexually or otherwise,
love, like, to befriend, to be intimate." It bringsmind the idea of longing for or breathing for
another. Hebraically ahava is a verb and a nous;ah act of doing. Ahava is not just a
feeling. To get a clear understanding of ahava, étamine the Hebrew word itself and learn
how exactly what is “YHWH'’s Kind of Love.”

First, most Hebrew words can be broken down taeetconsonant root word that contains
the essence of the word's meaning. The root woatha¥a is "ahav." The term ahav in
Hebrew means, "to give." True ahava, true lovejase concerned about giving than
receiving. Being the center of someone's attensiothlove. And love isn't about getting some
feeling or fix. Ahava is about giving devotion amuie. Giving is the vehicle of love. YHWH
so loved the world that He GAVE His only Son. Mewgyful relationships have mutual giving.
Love may focus on receiving, but ahava is all algiving. There is a difference.

The Hebrew word "ahava" is spelled "aleph, hei, bet" The root word ahav is spelled
"aleph, hei, bet." These Hebrew letters reveakaes®f love hidden for thousands of years.
This secret is exposed through the meaning belaod Eebrew letter in "ahav." Let's see
what secret is behind the word “ahav.”

The first letter of the Hebrew alphabet is alsoftseletter in "ahav." This is the aleph. The
letter aleph is the number one. Aleph symbolizesaitie and only Eternal Elohim. In
Revelation 22:13, Y'shua called Himself the ‘Alegpid the Tav.’ Aleph is a picture of
YHWH and His creation. There is one YHWH. Y'shua&dhe greatest commandment is to
love YHWH first and then love your neighbor as yaeif. "The first of all commandments is,
Shema O Yisra'el; the Master YHWH is our Elohing Master YHWH is Echad: and you
shall love the Master YHWH with all your lev (heand with all your being, and with all
your mind, and with all your strength: this is firat commandment. And the second is like it,
namely this; You shall love your neighbor as yolir§énere are no other commandments
greater than these," said the Messiah Yahshua rkudd 2:29-31, Restoration Scripture
Version. Ahava starts with Aleph. Real ahava staitis loving YHWH first. Then, as a
person has a relationship with YHWH, one can logenleighbor.

The next letter of ahav is the "hei." The lettegi"hs the fifth letter of the aleph-bet. Five is
the number of chesed/grace. It is highly symbdiltere are five books of the Torah, five
fingers on the hand, and King Dawid gathered fiv@ath stones to kill Goliath. Again, five
is the number of chesed/grace. Itis through ahdsa YHWH loves us. Mankind loves
YHWH back through the fifth letter hei. How? Ahagashown to YHWH through hei —
through the five books of the Torah. "If you love,obey my mitzvot. If a man loves Me, he
will guard My words, and My Abba will love him, atle will come to him, and make Our



stay with Him," said Moshiach Y'shua in Yochanndolin 14:15, 23. The hei is the means
that a person expresses ahava. We love YHWH thrtheyfive books of Torah!

The form of the letter hei, the number five shows/tio correctly love YHWH and man. The
three lines of hei are a picture of loving YHWH kwithought, deed, and words. The top
horizontal line is the realm of thought. A persdhsughts should be focused upward on
YHWH and His word. The Vertical line to the riglstspeech. From the abundance of the
heart/mind/horizontal line, the mouth speaks. Sp@ecnes directly from thought. The
unattached line to the left is deed. Though actstmild be connected to our intentions, they
often are not. "There are many plans in a man'éieart); nevertheless the counsel of
YHWH shall stand," Mishlei / Proverbs 19:21. Martasunite the three lines through
devotion and service. Loving YHWH with thoughts,rd®, and deeds is the goal of the hei.
When thoughts, words, and actions are connectethéiebecomes the “chet.” The “chet” is
the eighth letter of the Hebrew alphabet. The nem&ds the number of life/chayim. We
have the abundant life/chayim when we walk in ttbhava!

The Beit is the second letter of the Hebrew alphdbes the third letter in "ahav." This letter
vividly demonstrates the purpose of ahava/love. Pi@ait is a picture of a house. YHWH
created the world to be a dwelling place in thigld/below. The first letter in the Torah is a
beit, found in the word "Beresheet." And the talaela was made to create a bayit, a house,
for YHWH. "Know you not that you are the Beit HaMish (temple) of YHWH, and that the
Ruach of YHWH dwells in you?" 1 Corinthians / Qayiah Alef 3:16. The objective of loving
YHWH is to be conformed to His image and represént to the world. We are to walk in
love, which in essence means to walk in YHWH. Bed#lso the number two. YHWH plus
His servant equals two. Yet in the beit, the twalldbecome one. Also, Y'shua said, "For
where two, or three will assemble together in Myridathere am | in the midst of them,"
Matthew / Mattitiyahu 18:20. Get this: when yoachk out in the love of YHWH then Y’shua
IS in your midst! Ahava starts with loving YHWHd$t and foremost through word, deed, and
thought. This type of ahava creates a house for ¥H@/inhabit.

In review, the Hebrew root word for love is "ahaspelled "aleph, hei, bet." The aleph
reminds us that we are to love YHWH first. Hei slsaye to express that love by conforming
our thoughts, words, and deeds to the five bookkei orah. When love is directed first to
and from YHWH, then a beit, a house, is built tetain His presence. Wow! Ahava is the
greatest!

Remember that “ahava” means to GIVE!
First you DO ahava and then you “feel” love.
First you DO the mitzvot/commandments and thenwmderstand them.



TRUE AHAVA IS NOT based on feelings!
Feelings actually stop us from walking in the l@fe/HWH! Get this in your spirit!!!

Feelings are simply symptoms of the way we thiltke problem is that most of us think that
we are unlovely. We think that YHWH doesn’t redltye us. We think that other people
don’t love us. Our emotions are based on our thtsugr preconceived ideas. This effects
our actions as WE TREAT PEOPLE THE WAY WE FEEL.labe

Write this down: “you treat people the way thatiyeel.”
What this means is that when people treat you yutlslbecause they are not feeling loved!

When you act rudely to someone this action is syrppbof that you are NOT focused and
thinking about the love of YHWH. We treat peogie tvay we feel and therefore if we feel
loved of YHWH then we will treat other people witre love of YHWH.

Understand that if you are not feeling the loveYBiWH then it is your emotions are that
stopping His ahava from filling your life. BUT, you meditate, think, sing, or pray about
YHWH'’s ahava then your emotions will reflect Hisaada. Your actions go along with what
you think about!

People see YHWH through our ahava:

“Beloved, if YHWH so loved us; we also should lawee another.”

We are to know and experience the ahava of YHWHkaeg His love before us at all times.
Once our mind is conformed to YHWH's ahava THENwik be able to show YHWH's love
to others.

The language of angels is the Hebrew language! canuspeak perfect Hebrew BUT if you
do not love then you sound like garble!

Are your
prayers regularly answered? Do you have the poiire Ruach HaKodesh/Holy Spirit?
We MUST understand that love empowers our faithis s key!

We think that the
commandments are what set us apart. This is NI tA person can keep all the
commandments of the Bible and not love YHWH. Mbkey might be set apart from the
world BUT a Torah-keeper without love is NOT seadmnto YHWH. We are to love Him
FIRST and our obedience to the mitzvot should kesalt of our love to Him. We are then to
show that ahava to others!

So once we have learned ahava from YHWH then wé#&ashow His ahava to others.

True
purpose is attained in giving love to YHWH and etheThis is made clear through the shema
— the greatest commandment!

Ahava is not about getting some feelings or some Ahava is about giving time and
devotion. It is better to give than to receive.

Sadly, in most local Messianic groups and in theenaent as a whole there is little love and
forgiveness. Instead it seems that people wotlekralwell on differences than similarities.
This is not YHWH as this is NOT love. If YHWH isVe then to walk in YHWH is to walk

in ahava. It's easy to find problems or thingstgue about. It takes a mature believer to
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show ahava. We MUST choose to put our personfdrdrices or personal convictions aside
and love another!!! Have you done this or do yonstantly dwell on differences with other
believers?

You are to love your neighbor as yourself by givingghat exactly does this mean?

-Show forgiveness when offendedlf you have any interaction with people then yall be
offended. Be ready to be hurt. Be ready to fagiv

-Offer acceptance to others who are different We must love those who do not keep Torah.
You must also love others who may keep commandnugffiésently than you. Your walk of
faith will be VERY lonely if you only accept andli@vship with those who you agree with
100% of time. Don’t allow personal convictionssieparate you from others!!! In reality
there are very few issues that should be “felloyv&ineakers.”

-Model compassion as you “put yourself in their shae” Y’shua raised Lazarus from the
dead and performed many miracles as He had cormopagson the people. True ahava is full
of compassion.

-Act in patience with people Realize that you aren’t perfect either! YHWHs ot
perfected your OR your neighbor. Give people timgrow in the faith. Don’t be so
judgmental to those who are keeping Torah. Lowkesapport the growth of others.

-Speak in kindness and make a choice to serve otherStop the talk about others and serve
them! This is a simple but hard choice.

-Make unconditional love your goal Unconditional love means there are no expectatio
When you love in this manner you are most like \dgh
